In order to fulfill one of my campaign promises to keep Village residents better informed of  major issues, I 
will be writing a column in each quarterly Village newsletter. It has been almost 30 years since I last submit-
ted a news article to the Lakeland College newspaper as a student, so please bear with my ñrustyò journalis-

tic skills.   

We have a lot of exciting information to share. At the first meeting of the new Board, the per diem that Board 
members receive for attending meetings was reduced 16.6%. The per diem reduction, coupled with a pre-
set meeting schedule that is intended to reduce the number of committee meetings while improving produc-

tivity, It is projected to reduce costs by an estimated $14,000 over the next 2 years.  

We are also excited about the upcoming ñTown Hall Meetingò to be held on Thursday, May 28th at 6:30 pm 
in the Village Hallôs Community Center. This event will give Village residents the opportunity to meet Board 
members as well as achieve a two-way exchange of information. The Town Hall Meeting will begin with Vil-
lage officials introducing themselves and committee chairpersons giving a brief overview of their committee 
responsibilities and major issues/projects they are working on. A moderator will then direct questions from 
attendees to Village officials for discussion. Our hope is that the meeting will be another way in which we 
can keep Village residents up to date on major issues. We are also hoping that the meeting will become a 
vehicle in which to implement a positive exchange of information between Village residents and Village offi-

cials. A second Town Hall Meeting is being planned for this fall.  

The last item to report to you on is the development and implementation of a Village mission statement. Our 
plan is to have a multi-faceted team of Village employees, Board members, and Village residents develop a 
mission statement to be used as a mantra for Village employees and officials as they perform their daily re-
sponsibilities. Your help is needed in this endeavor. Please forward your expectations on how the Village 
should govern and provide services to its residents. I also welcome your comments on what the Village 
does well and what areas could be improved on.  Of course, if you have any cost reduction ideas, we would 
like to hear them as well. Please forward your thoughts and comments to my attention via e-mail at

In closing, I would like to express my sincere gratitude in being elected your Village President. It is a privi-
lege, and one that I do not take lightly, as we work hard at achieving our continuous improvement goals of 
cost reduction, proper resource planning, improved communications, stronger committee involvement, and 

treating people with dignity and respect.

Dog  L i ce nse s  

Dog licenses are required for all dogs in the village by the 

time they are 5 months  of age.    Proof of the rabies 

vaccination is needed at the time of licensing and if the 

dog has been spayed/neutered.   Fees are $8 for spayed/

neutered dogs and $15 for male/female dogs.  At this 

time, cats do not have to be licensed but must be 

leashed or under supervision when outdoors.   

If you acquire a new puppy anytime during the year, you 

are responsible for licensing it before the puppy is 5 

months old, or for an older dog, within 30 days of owner-

ship. 

Also, if you are new to the Village, you 

will need to license your dog within 30 

days of moving here.  If you have a cur-

rent dog license from somewhere else in 

the county, just let us know the license 

number and you wonôt have to re-license here in the Vil-

lage until 2010. 

The maximum number of dogs and/or cats a resident 

may keep on the property is 4 .   

She l te r  Re n t a l  

There are a number of open weekend dates in 

June  still available for shelter rental for both   

Memorial and Riverside Parks . 

Both parks have a couple of Saturdays and Sundays open 

in July and August for shelter rental also.  Most Septem-

ber weekends are open for both parks so you can still plan 

that family get-together. 

Rental fee is $25 for Village residents and $50 for non-

residents.  A $100 refundable deposit is required for all 

rentals.  Call 565-3511 Ext. 0 for park availability. 

Open  Bu rn i ng ,  F i re  P i t s  &  Bu rn  Ba r re l s  

Open burning of leaves, weeds and other vegetative de-

bris is prohibited.  Open burning of clean wood, trees, 

brush, stumps is allowed if a permit is issued at the dis-

cretion of the Fire Chief.  Outdoor campfires for cooking, 

ceremonies or recreation are allowed provided that the 

fire is confined by a control device or structure such as a 

fire ring or fire pit.  The size of the clean wood to be 

burned shall not exceed 3 feet in any direction horizon-

tally or 2 feet measured vertically.  Campfires must be 

located at least 15 feet from any structure, wood or lum-

ber pile, wooden fence, trees, bushes or property line.  

Burning of garbage, oil, asphalt, treated wood, plastic, 

rubber or paper is prohibited.  No person shall use or 

maintain a burn barrel in the Village. 

Ho l i da y Hou r s  and  G arb a ge  P i ckup  

The Village Hall office will be closed Monday, May 25th in observance of Memorial Day.  Garbage/recycling pickup 

that week will be on Thursday, May 28th.  

The office will also be closed Friday, July 3rd.  Since the 4th of July is on a Saturday this year it does not affect      

garbage pickup.  Garbage/recycling will be on Wednesday, July 1.  

Summertime means warm weather and (more often than not) door-to-door sales people in the Village.  For your pro-

tection, if you encounter these sales people, ask to see a copy of their permit before purchasing from them.  Donôt be 

fooled with their claim that it is in the car or applied for.  They cannot sell unless it has been issued by the Village and 

carried with them.  Permits from other communities are not valid in Howards Grove.  We require a background check 

before issuing the permit.  The exception is if they have an office in Sheboygan County, they do not need the permit 

because you have a place to contact with any problems you might encounter with the product.

Green grass clippings are not picked up by the Village.  Grass clippings, 

weeds and dead flower/vegetable plants can be taken to Larryôs Hauling recy-

cling dumpsters in Sheboygan Falls.  Items to be composted can only be 

dropped off between the hours of 6:30 AM and  5:00 PM, Monday thru Friday.  

You will need to walk into the office and show identification.  An employee will 

direct you to where you should place your clippings, etc.  Remember, grass 

clippings left on the lawn make the best fertilizer and clippings do not 

contribute to thatch problems.  Use of the drop off site is a privilege not 

a right.  

All other brush and trimmings may be left for the Public Works Dept. to chip 

on the designated brush chipping days.  Directions to Larryôs Hauling recy-

cling dumpsters for disposal of the clippings, etc - Take Highway 32 South 

towards Sheboygan Falls.  Turn left on Forest Ave (across from Odyssey 

Lanes).  Turn right on Balsam Rd.   

When cutting your lawn, please direct the mower discharge chute away 

from the street/curb to keep grass clippings from entering into the storm 

water system.  This is addressed in the Village Code of Ordinances and 

is subject to a citation for violation of this regulation .
