At the recent Village Town Hall Meeting, several questions were raised regarding: 
Q. Why does the Village Public Works Department clear some of the sidewalks of snow 
on Village right of way adjacent to private and commercial properties during the winter? 
 
A. This was a Village Board decision at the time the first sidewalks were installed, as 
early as the 1980ôs. 

 As the Village incorporated and grew from two communities (Howards Grove and Millersville) into the present Village 

of Howards Grove, the various Boards began to construct sidewalks in selected areas along the major transportation 

routes. These would include State Highways 32 and 42; County Highways JJ and County A. 

 Followed by the ñUrbanizationò of  Madison Ave. (Hwy 42) and  South Wisconsin Dr. (Hwy 32)  curb and gutter and 

additional sidewalks were placed  At that time the high school, elementary school and middle school were all located 

at the northern end of the Village. Children walking to school, pedestrians, bicyclists and increased traffic were con-

siderations for increased safety concerns. After the relocation of the High School to Audubon Road, it became appar-

ent that a complete sidewalk system was required. 

 The Village Board has, in the interest of public safety, installed sidewalks along the major traffic thoroughfares within 

the Village for the benefit of all village residents and visitors.  The Village Board will continue to add sidewalks on Mill 

St and the walk bridge to serve the Audubon Rd and areas east of S Wisconsin Dr.  The Millersville Avenue sidewalk 

will be extended east, to serve St. Paulôs Church and School, and the final section of sidewalk on Audubon Road will 

be filled in. These walks are tentatively planned for this fall, with funding provided by the Non- Motorized Transporta-

tion Fund financed by the Federal Government. 

 Sidewalks are installed at village taxpayerôs expense and are not assessed to the adjacent property owner.  Cur-

rently they are on one side of the street only. Village Ordinances require the abutting property owner to remove snow 

and ice within 24 hours after the snowfall.      Continued on next page.

Due to the nearly round the clock plowing operations by State, County and Village plows, maintenance of sidewalks by 

property owners becomes a very difficult operation.  Absentee, vacant, non-responsive, and lack of snow removal in a 

timely fashion exacerbates the situation.  Also, those areas where the sidewalks have a retaining wall, allow no room 

for snow storage requiring the snow to be loaded and hauled at Village expense.       

Therefore, the Village Board directed the Public Works Department to assist Village residents along the busiest village 

streets with clearing of sidewalks on an ñas neededò basis during normal work hours when time permits; weekends are 

excluded.  Enforcement of snow ordinances is a very subjective, difficult and time consuming situation.  

Since this is a cooperative effort, the property owners and residents assistance is imperative for clean and safe side-

walks. This does not excuse the property owner from his / her responsibility to remove snow and ice within 24 hours 

should the Village not be able to respond.  In those locations where snow storage is limited; the public works depart-

ment will continue to load and haul the snow as time allows. 

Greetings to all and I hope this letter finds everyone in good spirits.  Our latest Town Hall meeting was held on Wednes-
day, April 28th, and the highlights are as follows: 

Mary Zore reported out on when the state requires property reassessments and I followed up   with where our proper tax 
dollars are spent (these figures were in the last newsletter). 

Jeff Plass reported a six-figure savings over 15 years via redeployment of special funds.  The savings from optimizing 
the yield on these funds will help offset the decrease in state aid. 

Jeff also reported that the Finance Committee is reviewing maintenance increases in the sanitary budget that may re-
quire an increase of the quarterly sewer bill. 

Mike Stoeckigt reported that progress is being made in regards to long range planning.  Also, due to slow residential 
growth and the current capacity of the wastewater treatment plant, a major upgrade may not be necessary until 2030. 

Jim Meinnert reported that an upgrade to the restrooms at Memorial Park will take place this summer. Upgrades to the 
dugouts are being considered for next year. 

Dan Binversie reported that construction work for Highways 32 & 42 are scheduled for 2014.  The state is responsible for 
the cost of the driving lanes and the Village is responsible for the cost of the parking lanes.  Dan also mentioned that 
public hearings will be scheduled soon for summer road projects. 

New Village Trustees Lee Kunze and Ed Pahl were introduced and they shared some of their background and experi-
ence. 

Jim Schuette reported on NR 151 Urban Runoff requirements and fielded questions regarding the Villageôs policy on the 
snow shoveling of sidewalks.  For more details, please see Jimôs article regarding these topics in this newsletter. 

The following are a few of the items we are currently working on: 

Direct deposit for payment of sewer bills. 
Multiple price quote policy on expenditures over a set dollar amount. 
An annual open house of the Village Hall, Wastewater Treatment Plant, and Public Works facility. 
 
In closing, I hope everyone enjoys a very safe and a very very long summer season. 

As always, we welcome your comments on what the Villages does well and what areas could be improved upon. Also, if 
you have any cost reduction ideas, please forward them to my attention at jscheiber1@wi.rr.com or mail: 341 Millersville 
Avenue, Howards Grove, WI 53083.

When cutting your lawn, please direct the mower discharge chute away from 

the street/curb to keep grass clippings from entering into the storm water sys-

tem.  This is addressed in the Village Code of Ordinances and is subject to a 

citation for violation of this regulation.  Because of the requirement by the DNR 

to reduce pollutants into the streams and rivers, it is especially important that 

home owners be vigilant about grass clippings. 

We are please to be able to offer automatic deduction of your sewer bill from 

your checking or savings account.  You will find a form with your sewer bill to 

allow you to sign up for ACH debit to your account.  You can sign up, change 

accounts, or cancel at any time by notifying the Village Hall.   

If you take advantage of the e-mail bill option, you can help reduce printing and 

postage expense.  A reminder will be sent to you via e-mail that we will be 

charging your account for the sewer bill.  This is a great way to pay your bill on 

time, help save our resources, and never worry about loosing the bill or incur 

late fees. 

The automatic deduction will go in effect with the September billing. 

Sew er  B i l l i ng  Au tom a t i c  Pa ym en t s  

The Village office will be closed Monday, July 5th.  Since the 4th of July is on 

a Sunday this year it does not affect garbage pickup.  

Garbage/recycling will be on Wednesday, July 7th.  

Summertime means warm weather and (more often than not) door-to-door 

sales people in the Village.  For your protection, if you encounter these sales 
people, ask to see a copy of their permit before purchasing from them.  Donôt 
be fooled with their claim that it is in the car or applied for.  They cannot sell 

unless it has been issued by the Village and carried with them.  Permits from 

other communities are not valid in Howards Grove.  We require a background 

check before issuing the permit.  The exception is if they have an office in 

Sheboygan County, they do not need the permit because you have a place to 

contact with any problems you might encounter with the product.
