ñSnowbirdsò And The Census 

In 1990, snowbirds could complete the form delivered to their winter address, noting that they have a ñusual residence 

elsewhereò and providing the alternate address; the Census Bureau transferred these respondents so they would be 

counted at the more permanent address. The 2000 questionnaire instructed households not to report people who lived 

somewhere else ñmost of the time.ò   

For 2010, Question 10 asks if a person sometimes lives elsewhere and, if so, ñat a seasonal or second residence.ò Even 

if respondents indicate a second residence, they will be counted in the southern stateôs population. Meanwhile, census 

takers will visit their unresponsive northern homes in May and June, when most snowbirds have returned home. If the 

dual homeowner tells the enumerator they completed a census form while living in their southern home, they will not be 

counted up North, even if they live there most of the time.  

To make sure Wisconsin receives all federal funding it is entitled to, we're encouraging respondents NOT to 

complete the southern questionnaires.  You should write ózeroô for the number of April 1 residents, put ñusual 

residence elsewhereò somewhere on the form, and mail it back.  You should fill out the northern address question-

naire or respond to a census taker during door-to-door canvassing. Further, you have to say that you ñlivedò at the north-

ern address on April 1 ï after all, you actually did, but were just away on extended vacation.

Wisconsinôs population could well be undercounted in 2010 Census due to inadequate 
instructions on the Census form. This will hurt the state because census data are the 
basis for the distribution of needed federal funding for programs, services and infrastruc-
ture that effects your Wisconsin taxes.

Wisconsin.

Greetings to all and I hope this letter finds everyone in good spirits.  As spring approaches we are looking forward to the 
next town hall meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 28th at 6:30 p.m.  Some of the items to be reported out on are; 
long range planning update, continuous improvement update, and an overview of property taxes. 

There have been some questions on how property taxes are generated and how they are spent.  Letôs take an example 
of a resident with a property assessed at $200,000.  The current property tax rate is $18.33 per $1000.  Therefore the 
residents tax liability is 200 x $18.33 = $3,666.  Of the $3,666 only $560 or 15.3% of property taxes actually go to the 
village.  The $560 per year provides services such as garbage pick-up, snow plowing, fire protection, park maintenance, 
and partial street maintenance, just to name a few.  The remaining $3,106 of property taxes are paid out to other taxing 
authorities as follows: 

    

      

 

 

 

 

 

 

In regards to the other taxing authorities, the village collects the property taxes and distributes the tax money according 
to the chart above.  The village only has control over its own budget.  The other taxing authorities and their budget proc-
ess are independent of the village.

W i n te r  Pa rk i ng  R es t r i c t i ons  
Until April 1st there is no parking on any Village Street during the hours of 2 a.m. and 7 a.m.   This re-

striction is in effect regardless of the weather or temperature.    Be sure to let your late night/overnight 

guests know about the parking restrictions.                                               

The Village Constables do  enforce this restriction with a $100 citation.  If the citation is paid within 7 days, 

it will be eligible for a discounted rate of $35.  If an unusual circumstance prevents you from moving a ve-

hicle, please call both of the Constables to let them know.

Waste in approved containers shall be placed immediately behind the curb of the public street for collection not 
sooner than 6:00 p.m. the day before designated pickup .  Bags and/or containers not picked up by private hauler 
must be removed from curbside by 7:00 a. m. the day following designated pickup.   

All dog licenses expired December 31, 2009 , regardless of when they were issued.  New li-

censes are now available at the Village Hall.  A current rabies certificate is required to obtain a 

license.  The fee will be $8 for spayed/neutered dogs and $15 for male/female dogs.   Late fees 

of $20 per dog IN ADDITION TO FINES are charged if not licensed before 4/1/10 .  Failure to 

obtain a license is subject to a $100 citation. If you no longer have a dog that was previously li-

censed, let the staff at Village Hall know.  The maximum number of dogs and/or cats a resi-

dent may keep on the property is four.
