| hope you enjoyed the summer as we look forward to the turning colors of the fall sea-
son. As you may be aware, roadway work has begun on Glenn Avenue, Conrad Coulrt,
Audubon Road, and Goldfinch Lane. Completion is scheduled for mid- to late October.
Sidewalk installation on Mill Street (both sides of the river) and Millersville Avenue (south
side of the road from Audubon to Badger) has been postponed from 2009 to 2010 due to
late notification from the State in regards to grant approval.

The State also recently informed the Village that roadway work on Highways 32 and 42,
originally scheduled for next year, will now occur sometime between 2011 and 2014. We
look forward to receiving confirmation on the definitive year that this work will begin. As a
result of this delay, the Public Works Committee has selected Alcott Avenue (from both
sides of Highway 32) and South Washington Drive (from Longfellow to Alcott) as roadway
reconstruction projects for 2010.

At the June 16th Board Meeting, the Village Board voted to discontinue monetary dona-
tions to charitable organizations. The Board felt charitable-giving decisions are better
made at an individual level. This decision frees up $7,500 annually that can be used to
pay down debt to make the Village balance sheet healthier. Mark Mikkelson and Johnny
Day of the Boys and Girls Club, which was the sole beneficiary of the $7,500 donation in
the past, graciously attended the meeting at the request of the Village Board. The Board
wanted the Boys and Girls Club to be aware of the recommendation being made and to
weigh in on the issue. The Village Board is both grateful and appreciative of the services
the Boys and Girls Club provide to the many youths in and around our community. We
sincerely encourage the families who take advantage of the many services provided by
the Boys and Girls Club to generously support the organization financially in 2010 and
beyond.

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Once again, the Village Board is excited about the next Town Hall Meeting to be held Wednesday, October 28" at the
Village Hall Community Center. The Town Hall Meeting will begin with Village officials introducing themselves and Com-
mittee Chairs providing a brief overview of their committee responsibilities and major issues/projects that are being
worked on. A moderator will then direct questions from attendees to Village officials for discussion. As with our first Town
Hall Meeting, we hope the second meeting will also provide a positive exchange of information as well as keeping resi-
dents up-to-date on major issues.

One correction to report from the first Town Hall Meeting is in regards to a question pertaining to when the next major
upgrade to the wastewater treatment plant will be required. The population figure was incorrectly stated as 4,200. The
upgrade will actually need to occur when the Village population approaches 3,600 residents. Currently, the population of
Howards Grove is 3,094 residents; it is estimated that the next major upgrade will occur around 2018.

| would like to report two areas of continuous improvement that are being worked on. The first is a review of the rates of
return for Village monies designated for various funds that are parked in savings accounts for future use. The Finance
Committee is exploring higher yielding cds or possibly paying down outstanding debt. The goal is to maximize yields
which will, in turn, improve the health of our balance sheet without additional risk.

The second area of continuous improvement being investigated is the possibility of electronically paying Village sewer
bill s. Potenti al cost savings include reductions in mail.@
was a continuous improvement idea e-mailed to the Village by Eric Abig.

We also had many other ideas and suggestions e-mailed to us by residents. Thank you for your input. There was also an
unsigned request to publish the Village ordinance concerning off-road vehicle operation within the Village. We would like
to address this concern but need more information and hope the concerned resident will contact us with more details.
